TV Set - Top Boxes Get Poor Ratings in
Enerqy Efficiency

Settop boxes are those little devices that are wired to
televisions turning cable or satellite signals into shows, movies, an(
other content. There are 160 million-¢ep boxe installed in the U.S.
and each year American households pay more than $3 billion in en
costs to operate them, according to a recent report by the Natural
Resources Defense Council (NRDC).

What is worse, much of this energy is wasted-t§gtoxesontinue to
use energy after your television is turned off. In fact, the NRDC fou
that nearly twethirdsof settop box energy use takes place when the
device is not in use. This means thatteptboxes cost households $2
billion a year, even when no eris watching or recording content

The growth in the use of stip boxes with digital video recorder
(DVR) capability provides even more troubling statistics. According
the NRDC investigation:
1 Boxes with DVR capability use 40% more energy than their
DVR counterparts.
1 DVR settop boxes draw more power than a 42"-flateen
television.
1  The percentage of boxes with DVR capability has grown from
in 2007 to 35% today, and this number is expected to grow.

Unless energy efficiency measures are taken, the NRDC report suggsg
electricity costs to power sép boxes could increase by $3.5 billion pef
year by 2020. Fortunately, newer technology advances may provide n
energy efficient solutions in thetfure.
